Join us for the second annual Multi-sensory Passion Experience, an intergenerational event to be held dur-
ing the education hour on Palm Sunday.  You wonôt want to miss it! 
 
What is this Multi-Sensory Passion Experience all about? 
Multi-sensory means that this experience will target ALL of your sensesé sight, smell, touch, taste, and 
hearing!  Passion refers to Jesus Christôs final week on earth from the triumphal entry into Jerusalem and 
the Last Supper to his suffering, crucifixion, and glorious resurrection from the dead. 
 
What can I expect to experience? 
We will begin in the school gym with an opening led by the Sunday School children.  Please arrive in the 
gym around 9:15am and no later than 9:30am!  The CLUBhouse kids will be leading the congregation in 
singing ñWere You There.ò  They have been practicing this on Sunday mornings and are excited to share it 
with you!  Following the opening, you will be given a map and instructed to visit sensory stations in the gym 
at your own pace until 10:15am.  The more you engage and take time to indulge all of your senses through 
the various stations, the more meaningful this experience can become.  We encourage families to travel 
from station to station together.  Some stations will have signs to read, so younger children will benefit from 
the accompaniment of their parents.  Please do not let children roam unsupervised.  Thanks! 
 
What sensory stations will I be able to visit? 

Í The Last Supper - Tasting foods served in a Seder meal 

Í Feel how sharp the thorns were 

Í Cast lots like the soldiers did to split up Jesusô clothes 

Í Nail your sins/burdens to the cross 

Í Taste the vinegar offered to Jesus on the cross 

Í Tear cloth like the temple curtain that tore 

Í Smell some perfumes typically used for burial

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"The Passion of the Christ"    
Comments by movie critic: Roger 
Ebert. 

"Although the word passion has be-
come mixed up with romance, its Latin 
origins refer to suffering and pain; 
later Christian theology broadened 
that to include Christ's love for man-
kind, which made him willing to suffer 
and die for us.   

The screenplay is inspired not so 
much by the Gospels as by the 14 Sta-
tions of the Cross.  It is a depiction  of 
the last twelve hours in the life of Je-
sus of Nazareth, on the day of his cru-
cifixion in Jerusalem.  The story opens 
in the Garden of Gethsemane where 
Jesus has gone to pray after the Last Supper. 

The Middle East in biblical times was a Jewish community occupied against its will by the Roman Empire, 
and the message of Jesus was equally threatening to both sides: to the Romans, because he was a 
revolutionary, and to the establishment of Jewish priests, because he preached a new covenant and 
threatened the status quo.  

In the movie's scenes showing Jesus being condemned to death, the two main players are Pontius Pi-
late, the Roman governor, and Caiaphas, the Jewish high priest.  Both men want to keep the lid on, and 
while neither is especially eager to see Jesus crucified, they live in a harsh time when such a man is 
dangerous. 

The film reflects a range of behavior on the part of its Jewish characters.   The Jews who seem to desire 
Jesus' death are in the priesthood, and have political as well as theological reasons for acting. 

Jesus  was made man and came to earth in order to suffer and die in reparation for our sins.   No race, 
no man, no priest, no governor, no executioner killed Jesus; he died by God's will to fulfill his purpose, 
and with our sins we all killed him."  

The Men's Ministry is honored to present this free screenplay.  Bethlehem Church policy is to allow only 
water in the Chapel.  Therefore, the Coffee House will be selling only water  prior to the movie.   How-
ever, after the movie we will be offering complimentary popcorn and the purchase of soda and candy for 
a nominal price.  Also, we will have baskets at the door for a freewill offering so that we  can continue 
offering a monthly movie with a Christian theme.   Because of the "R" rating, it  is recommended to par-
ents that only teenagers "17" and above see the movie.

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An Interview with Joanna Douglas  

Bethlehemôs Missionary to India 

 

How did your family first come to BLC?  

I wanted to switch schools when I was going into 7 th grade, so my 
mom brought me to BLS to check it out because she went there when 
she was in 8th grade. Literally just after walking through the doors, I 
decided that I loved it and asked my mom if I could enroll for the fall. 
Later that year, our family became members of the church ï and the 
rest is history. 

Tell us about how you got involved in missionary work?  

I went on three mission trips with our youth group when I was in high school. The first two were to 
Mexico where we built houses for poor families. I remember visiting a church in that met in a little vil-
lage on a garbage dump, and although these people had nothing they still worshipped God with joy. 
Growing up in Lakewood, I had no idea that people lived in such conditions all over the world ï it 
changed my life.  

Why do you want to serve in India?  

The summer before my senior year at Denver Lutheran High School, a small group of youth from BLC 
went on a mission trip to India. Although many parts of my time there were difficult, God put a love for 
that land in my heart and I knew I was called to serve the people of India with my whole life.  

What have you done since then?  

Well, God has been preparing me to move back to India ever since. I have done several short-term trips 
since then (in several different countries), I did an internship in New Delhi, India for 9 months when I 
was a junior in college, and I graduated with a BA in Cross-Cultural Studies. I also had the joy of serv-
ing on the worship team at the Saturday night service at BLC for the last two years.  

When do you leave and what will you be doing this time?  

Well, by the time this is published, I will be there! I am working with an organization called Servants to 
Asiaôs Urban Poor ï and they do just that. I will be living in a slum, serving the poor, participating in 
their lives and struggles, and working out how Jesusô love can best be shown in their context. Practically 
this involves language and culture learning, getting to know my community, and joining with local Chris-
tians to start community development projects that help to transform ñthe leastò who are so close to 
Godôs heart (Matthew 25).  

How can BLC support you?  

First and foremost, donôt forget about me! Some people think that missionaries are like the Lone Ranger 
ï strong, brave, independent, cowboys (or girls), who ride off into the sunset and donôt need anyone. 
That couldnôt be farther from the truth! 

I need Bethlehem as much (or more) when I am in India as I do when I am home. India is a very dark 
place at times, and there will be days when I feel very alone. Part of my desire in being commissioned 
at BLC was that the congregation would know that they go with me ï that as God uses my hands in 
India, they would know that it is their work for the Kingdom as well.  

If God tugs on your heart, you can help me live by supporting me financially (as I will be living solely on 
donations); but more importantly, I would love for you to help me thrive by remembering me often in 
your prayers, ñfor it is not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit says the Lord.ò

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A Step Closer: 
Principal and Pastor Calls Go To Voters

Who will be our next principal?  Will we find a third full -time pastor?  (Once we find him, will we keep 
three pastors for a while?)  Bethlehem took an important step in answering these questions at its regu-
larly scheduled Voters Meeting on February 19, 2008.   

At the beginning of this school year, our current principal, Beth Landon, announced her intention to leave 
at the end of the 2007 -2008 school year.  Bethlehem quickly mobilized and the national search was on 
for the next leader of our school ministry.  This search culminated in the presentation to the Bethlehem 
voters of three strong candidates: Jeremy Lowe, of LaVerne, CA; Spencer Peregoy, of Ellisvillle, MO; and 
Chet Shoaf, a current teacher here at Bethlehem.   

After a thorough presentation on the process and candidates, the search team made its recommendation 
that Jeremy Lowe be extended a call to serve as principal of Bethlehem Lutheran School.  Specific re-
marks by Chet Shoaf regarding following the recommendation of the committee were met with applause 
from the voters and they quickly moved on to a unanimous vote in support of the motion.  The next step 
is Jeremy Loweôs prayerful consideration of our call. 

Progressing on the principal call, however, was only one of the important items on the Voterôs agenda.  
The Pastor Search Team also came with their recommendation.  A little over a year ago, Pastor David 
Dyer announced his decision to accept a call to Monument, CO.  Another national search was on to fill an 
important void in our pastoral staff.  This search involved interviews with pastors currently serving con-
gregations as well as candidates available at Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, MO.  The process also re-
sulted in the presentation of three strong candidates: Ben Hoyer, of Lake Mary, FL; Troy Countryman, of 
Indianapolis, IN; and Tim Ahlman, of Arvada, CO.  All three candidates are currently completing their 
fourth year of studies at Concordia Seminary. 

With the placement of new candidates, the process our church body (the LCMS) follows is an assignment 
made by a group called ñthe Board of Assignments,ò in conjunction with all the District Presidents from 
throughout the country.  The calling congregation indicates its preference, but it is up to the Board of 
Assignments to place pastors into their first call.  Bethlehem has indicated its preference, and is asking 
the Board of Assignments to place at Bethlehem one of our three preferred candidates.  (Our order of 
preference was also conveyed to the Board of Assignments).  The next step is to wait for the Board of 
Assignments and Council of Presidents to do their work.  Assignments of candidates takes place in a spe-
cial service at the seminary in late April.
