Early Childhood Expansion -Fully Alive!

The Parish Planning Council approved plans to expand the preschool and kin-
dergarten programs beginning in the 2008-09 school year. This is an exciting
time for Bethlehem and the families that are finding fullness of life in Christ
through participation in our school.

Bethlehem will continue to offer a two -morning-a-week program of preschool
for three -year-olds and a three-morning-a-week program for four -year-olds.
The afternoon four-year-old program will be expanded from 4 days a week to
5 days a week.

Beginning in August 2008, Bethlehem Lutheran School will also offer childcare

for young children ages 3 and 4. Children enrolled in preschool will be able to

stay on site at Bethlehem for childcare for the times they are not in a preschool class. This childcare offering will match
the current hours of care offered by Childwatch for school -aged children. The new optional Lunch Bunch program will al-
low children in either morning or afternoon preschool to come and enjoy lunch at school.

Kindergarten will also undergo a change in looks. Beginning this fall, Bethlehem will offer a full -day kindergarten in addi-
tion to a morning half -day program. The full-day program will allow children and teachers additional time to explore sub-
jects and concepts more in-depth. Both the full -day and half-day kindergarten programs will prepare students to enter 1 *
grade the following year.

To accomplish all these program changes, a number of facility changes will take place. A capital campaign is being
planned to raise funds for the necessary physical plant changes. The work and renovations will begin the day after school
ends this year.

God is truly blessing the ministry of Bethlehem as we expand the ways we can bring the fullness of life in Christ to the
families connected to our school.
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
